The Institute

The Biomedical Research Institute of Lleida Fundacié Dr. Pifarré (IRBLleida) was established with the aim of
creating synergies between basic, clinical and epidemiological research, making biomedical research a key
driver to improve current clinical practice.

IRBLIeida has been a CERCA institute since 2013, and as such is organized according to a model of good
governance and operation that ensures efficiency, management flexibility, talent recruitment and
promotion, strategic planning and executive capacity.

Express selection process
